Review:The structures of simple sentences

	I. Teaching Objectives

Enable students to master the five basic structures of simple sentences

They should be able to accurately identify the types of sentence structures and use simple sentences in writing and analyzing long and difficult sentences. 

Stimulate students' interest in learning through Nezha's stories, cultivate their logical thinking and language application abilities, and enhance their cultural confidence.

II. Teaching Key and Difficult Points

1. Key Points: Understand and distinguish the five basic structures of simple sentences; master the concepts and usage of linking verbs, transitive verbs, intransitive verbs, etc.

2. Difficult Points: Accurately distinguish between double - object and object - complement structures; flexibly apply simple - sentence structures in writing and reading.

III. Teaching Methods

Lecturing method, discussion method, practice method, situational teaching method.

IV. Teaching Process

Step 1.  Lead - in 

Show the picture of Nezha, ask students what they know about Nezha, and say Nezha, who is popular with many people, will lead us to meet the structures of simple sentences through telling his stories.

Step2.  Knowledge Explanation 

1. (S + Vi): Tell the sentences "Nezha appeared on a stormy day." and "Nezha came from an egg.", explain the concept of intransitive verbs, and summarize the components that can follow.

2. (S + Vt + O): Take "Nezha destroyed the village houses." and "Nezha kidnapped the children." as examples, explain transitive verbs and objects, and list the common types of objects.

3. (S + Link.v + P): Through "They are Nezha’s parents." and "He seems powerful.", introduce the classification of linking verbs (three "be" verbs: am, is, are; five sense verbs: look, sound, taste, smell, feel; three "become - like" verbs: become, turn, get; two "seem - like" verbs: seem, appear; three "keep - like" verbs: keep, remain, stay) and the concept of predicatives.

4. (S + Vt + IO + DO): Based on "He passed Nezha ‘Huoying Spear’ and ‘Huntian Ling’." and "He passed ‘Huoying Spear’ and ‘Huntian Ling’ to Nezha", explain double objects (the indirect object refers to people and the direct object refers to things).

5. (S + Vt + O + OC): Analyze "He ordered the bad guys to surrender.", explain the function of the object complement and its logical relationship.

Step 3. In - class Exercises---Challenge 1 

Show sentences like "Nezha fights." and "Nezha flies." for students to judge the structures; give key words for students to make sentences with different structures and share.

Step 4. Expansion and Enhancement---Challenge 2 
1. Addition Principle 1: Compare "Nezha fights." with "Nezha fights bravely." to explain the modifying function of adverbials.

2. Addition Principle 2: Analyze "Nezha is not only a brave hero but also has a special powers." to introduce compound sentences and coordinating conjunctions.

3. Addition Principle 3: Combine with real - exam questions from the senior high school entrance examination to explain knowledge about object clauses, adverbial clauses, attributive clauses, such as conjunctions, word order, and tenses.

Step5. Homework
