Content Focus: 
Review the structures, usages, and time markers of the three basic tenses.
Student Situation: 
Students have learned the tenses but often mix them up in context, especially with verb forms and time adverbials. 
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Teaching Objectives

1.Master the core structures, usages, and key time adverbials of the three tenses 
2.Form sentences using appropriate verb tenses correctly .
Ability Objectives:
1.Accurately choose tenses based on time markers and context.
2.Complete simple fill-in-the-blank exercises and short oral dialogues correctly.

1.Cultivate careful observation of grammatical rules.
2.Enhance confidence in using English tenses in daily communication.

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Teaching Procedures
[bookmark: heading_8]Step 1: Lead-in 
Enjoy a short video about students’ past life.    
[bookmark: heading_9]Step 2: Observation & Review 
Guide students to identify the tense and time adverbial in each sentence.
Task 1):Summarize and review the Simple Present Tense
Structure: S + V / V-s/es
Usage: Describe habits, daily routines, or objective facts.
Time Markers: often, usually, always, every day, on Sundays.
Task 2):Summarize and review the Simple Past Tense
Structure: S + V-ed (regular) / Irregular past form
Usage: Describe actions or states that happened in the past.
Time Markers: yesterday, last + time (e.g., last week), ... ago,   just now.
Task 3):Summarize and review the Simple Future Tense
Structure: S + will + V ; S + be going to + V ；be about to+ V
Usage: Describe future plans, intentions, or predictions.
Time Markers: tomorrow, next + time (e.g., next month), soon, in the future.
[bookmark: heading_10]Step 3:  Exercises
1).Complete the sentences using the correct verb form. 
2). Fill in the blanks with the correct forms of the verbs according to the passage.
Step 4: Discussion
1).Compare the past and the present in terms of transportation, accommodation, environment and communication. Guide students to use the Simple Present and the Simple Past to describe the differences between the past and the present. 
2). Enjoy a short video about future life. Encourage students to imagine what life will be like in the future and use the Simple Future to describe it.
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         Divide students into groups of four. Write a short passage titled "The Changes in My Hometown" . Describe the changes of my hometown in the past and present, and imagine its future development.
